The SAT Suite of Assessments:

§ Delivers actionable data: Uses a common score scale to provide clear 
benchmarks to measure progress year over year. Our online score reporting 
portal lets educators easily view, sort, and analyze score data from every test in 
the suite to readily use the data to inform learning and instruction.

§ Opens up AP® opportunities: Identifies students likely to succeed in AP. When 
students do well in AP courses, they’re more likely to succeed in college. And 
students with qualifying AP Exam scores can save money through credit-
granting and placement policies.

Student Benefits: Set Up for Success 
The SAT Suite of Assessments does more than measure and support college and 
career readiness. It reinforces what students are learning in their classrooms and 
connects them to valuable opportunities and resources.

§ Increases access to scholarships: Students who take the PSAT/NMSQT® 
in 11th grade may meet the requirements to enter the National Merit® 
Scholarship Program, an academic competition for recognition and 
scholarships.

The SAT, PSAT/NMSQT®, and PSAT 10 connect students to another 
$300 million in college scholarships. Additionally, the College Board 
Opportunity Scholarships program provides a simple path to college 
with the chance for students to earn scholarships for each step they take. 
Half of the scholarships—more than $2 million each year—are set aside 
for students whose families earn less than $60,000 per year.

§ Provides college planning tools: Student Search Service® connects students 
with over 1,900 colleges and universities. Students can opt in to hear directly 
from colleges and scholarships looking for students like them. BigFuture™, 
another college planning resource, offers support to students from their first 
thoughts about college to their first day on campus.

§ Offers career planning resources: Students who take any of the assessments 
get access to Career Finder™, an engaging online experience that helps 
students make informed decisions about their future major and career by 
building upon their passions and interests.
